1. STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

This financial report is a general purpose financial report prepared in accordance with the Financial Administration and Audit
Act 1977, the Financial Management Standard 1997 and Accounting Standards adopted by the Australian Accounting Standards
Board. The financial report also complies with IFRSs and interpretations adopted by the International Accounting Standards
Board.

The financial report covers PA Foundation as an individual entity incorporated in Queensland under the Hospitals Foundations
Act 1982.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the Foundation in the preparation of the financial
report. The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated.

BASIS OF PREPARATION

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historical costs modified, if necessary, by the
revaluation of selected financial assets for which the fair value basis of accounting has been applied.

The preparation of a financial report requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the
application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from these
estimates. Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are
recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised and in any future periods.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES
(a) Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the Foundation’s liability for employee benefits arising from services rendered by employees to balance date.
Employee benefits that are expected to be settled within one year have been measured at the amounts expected to be paid when
the liability is settled, plus related on-costs. Employee benefits payable later than one year have been measured at the present
value of the estimated future cash outflows to be made for those benefits.

(b) Property, Plant & Equipment

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost or fair value less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation
and impairment losses.

Plant and Equipment
Plant and equipment are measured on the cost basis less depreciation and impairment losses.The carrying amount of plant
and equipment is reviewed annually by the Foundation to ensure it is not in excess of the recoverable amount from those
assets. The recoverable amount is assessed on the basis of the expected net cash flows which will be received from the assets’
employment and subsequent disposal. The expected net cash flows have been discounted to present values in determining
recoverable amounts.
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1. STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (Cont’d)

(b) Property, Plant & Equipment (cont.)

Depreciation

The depreciable amount of all fixed assets are depreciated on a straight line basis over the useful lives of the assets to the

Foundation commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use. Leasehold improvements are depreciated over the shorter
of either the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful lives of the improvements.

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable asset are:

Class of Fixed Asset Depreciation Rate
Plant and Equipment 15-25%

(c) Impairment of Assets

At each reporting date, the Foundation reviews the carrying values of its tangible and intangible assets to determine whether there
is any indication that those assets have been impaired. If such an indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset, being
the higher of the asset’s fair value less costs to sell and value in use, is compared to the asset’s carrying value. Any excess of the

asset's carrying value over its recoverable amount is expensed to the income statement.

Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the Foundation estimates the recoverable
amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs.

(d) Services Provided By Princess Alexandra Hospital

Princess Alexandra Hospital provides a number of services and facilities including accommodation and telephone services for
which no allowances are made in the financial statements. It has not been possible to obtain a realistic value of those services.

(e) Cash and Cash Equivalents

For the purpose of the Cash Flow Statement, cash includes cash on hand and at call deposits with banks or financial institutions,
net of bank overdrafts.

(f) Financial Instruments
Held-to-maturity Investments

These investments have fixed maturities, and it is the Foundation’s intention to hold these investments to maturity. All investments
with fixed maturities are of a short-term nature and are measured at cost.
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1. STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (Cont’d)
(g) Revenue

Donations, bequests and other fundraising revenue are recognised as revenue in the year in which the Foundation obtains control
over them.

(h) Income Tax

The Foundation is a charitable institution exempt from Income Tax.

(i) Goods and Services Tax (GST)

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not
recoverable from the Australian Tax Office. In these circumstances the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the
asset or as part of an item of expense. Receivables and payables in the statement of financial position are shown inclusive of
GST.

(j) Research Grants

Research grants are expensed in the period in which they are awarded. Grants approved by the Board which remain unpaid at
balance date are recorded as provisions. There has been a change of accounting policy in respect of research grants during the
year which has been applied retrospectively refer Note 1(m).

(k) Other Liabilities

Other liabilities consist of moneys lodged with the Foundation by other parties, to be disbursed at the direction of those other
parties. By agreement, the Foundation is entitled to retain any interest derived from the investment of moneys so lodged.

(1) Comparative Figures

Where necessary comparative figures have been adjusted to conform with the financial report’s disclosures adopted this year.
(m) Change in Accounting Policy

Research grants awarded by the Foundation have previously been recognised as a liability on receipt of an approved invoice for
the research carried out. A change in accounting policy has been approved where by these research grants will be taken up as a
liability on approval by the Foundation’s Board. The Board believes that this treatment better reflects the Board's intention that
these moneys once committed will be paid out within an agreed time frame.

The impact of the change in accounting policy was to increase the distribution of research funds and to increase the liability for

the year ended 30 June 2007 by $321,000 and $879,115 respectively (2006: decrease in distribution of research funds $71,214 and
increase in liability $558,115)

arrangement, who will take instruction and prepare the Will at no cost to the Testator.
